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KEVADNAITUS 2024

Tanavune kevad tuleb skulptuuri ja noore kunsti rohkelt

Tallinna Kunstihoone Lasnamaée paviljonis avatakse Eesti Kunstnike
Liidu iga-aastane populaarne kevadnaitus, mis pakub publikule
labildiget Eesti kahe viimase aasta kunstist. Néitusel on esindatud
55 kunstniku ja kollektiivi t66d maalist videoteosteni. Kevadnaitus
toob sel aastal tdhelepanu keskmesse skulptuuri ja noorte loomingu,
pakkudes Ullatusi ning avastusi igas vanuses kunstisdpradele.

Kevadnéitusel eksponeeritavad teosed valis valja zirii, kuhu
kuulusid tunnustatud kunstieksperdid ja kunsti toetajad. Naitusele
valitud t66de tase on ka tdnavuse ZUrii hinnangul erakordselt kdrge,
kinnitades Eesti kunstimaastiku mitmekesisust ja kvaliteeti.

Toon mdned néited, et anda aimu, mida pean
silmas skulptuurirohke kevadnaituse all.

Noorematest kunstnikest nimetan kunstnike kollektiivi Uru
Valter, kes esitab Ulevaatenaitusel kohaspetsiifilise ruumisekku-
mise ,,Suur veos®. Selle keskmes on punane Volkswagen Golf Il
mis Uritab liigutada Lasnamae paviljoni. Teosega viidatakse
hoone ajutisusele ja kunstitudengite ambivalentsetele t66-
suhetele kunstniku-installaatori-kriitiku-etendaja rollides. Oranz
koormarihm réhutab sekkumist linnaruumi, piirates osaliselt
néitusekilastajate sissepaasu. Auto, mis on satitud suunaga alla,
vBib téhistada teatavat suhtumist nttdiskunsti manguvalja.

Vaheldumisi Oslos ja Tallinnas t66tava graafik Maria
Eriksoni teos eksponeerib 6rn-hapralt kokkuvolditud lito-
graafilisi tbmmiseid, uurides materjali véimalusi. Tegemist
on graafilise lehe ja objekti piiride kompamisega, mis
annab edasi seda, kuidas kunstnik keskendub protsessile
Jja puudutuste jadale trikipindade koostoimes.

Erik Teemae skulptuuri ,,Kaitsetuvi valmistamisel on kdll
kasutatud sapodrilabidaid, kuid sénumina kannab see hoopis
rahupUUdlusi. Skulptuuri valitseb militaarne roheline varv,
mis esitab terava kiisimuse, kas rahu saavutatakse s&ja-
tegevusega. Teos kutsub vaatajaid mdtlema, millist relvastust
peaksime kasutama agressioonile vastupanuks, ja paneb
meid kaaluma aktuaalseid rahvusvahelisi probleeme.

Margilistest kunstnikest nimetan skulptor Tiiu Kirsipuud, kes on
erinevatest materjalidest loonud mitmekdlgseid teoseid avalikku
ruumi. Tanavusel naitusel valja pandud teose inspiratsiooni-
allikas on olnud Viljandi vabadussamba taastamisprotsess,

mis viis Amandus Adamsoni loomingusse stvenemiseni.
Skulptuur ,,Amandust oodates” on austusavaldus Adamsonile,
kandes tema t66dele iseloomulikke vormi- ja stiilielemente.
Plastiliinist modelleeritud skulptuuriosa rdhutab protsessi
poolelijddmist, oodates skulptori kde I6plikku puudutust.

Tekstiilikunstnik Erika Tammpere mahuline teos késitleb tleilmseid
energiaprobleeme, mis on tdnapaeva maailmas erilise tdhelepanu
all. Kasutades paikese, lainete, meretuule ja tuumaenergia potent-
siaali, esitab ta kiisimusi meie planeedi energiavarude kasutamise
ning ma&ju kohta. Teos kujutab teadmatust, hirmu ja segadust
erinevate energiaallikate valikul ning nende maju hindamisel.

Erki Kasemetsa ,,N66bikostlim™ téhistab pika protsessi
I&pulejdudmist. See naitlikustab tema kunstniku- ja elutee
paralleelset kulgu. Kasemetsa elutunnetuse olulisim markséna
on ,,aeg”, tema kunst on protsess, mis sageli [ahtub kdeparastest,
elutegevuse kaigus kuhjunud materjalidest ja biograafilisest
ainesest. Aastaklimnete jooksul on Uhele rdivakomplektile
dmmeldud nddpe, mille arv on olnud vastavuses selle omaniku
elupdevade arvuga: 2024. aasta kevadel taitub 20 000 elupéeva.

Kindel on see, et kevadnaitusel pdimuvad erinevad kunstikeeled ja
pdlvkonnad. Seega ei tasu oodata tavalist korrapéra, pigem avaneb
mitmekesine, vahel segane ja kirju maailm, kus kunstnike taustad
ning oskused loovad rikkaliku ja mitmetahulise vaatajakogemuse.
Kevadnéitust vaadates tuleks lasta meel vabaks ning mitte
piirduda Uksikute teostega, vaid mérgata kunstnike ja nende teoste
seoseid ning vastandusi. Just selles peitub néituse unikaalsus!

SPRING EXHIBITION 2024

This year’s spring will be abundant with sculpture and young art

The highly anticipated annual Spring Exhibition of the Estonian
Artists’ Association will open at the Lasnamaée Pavilion of the Tallinn
Art Hall, offering an overview of Estonian art over the last two
years. Showcasing the creative endeavors of 55 artists and collec-
tives, the exhibition encompasses a wide array of mediums, from
paintings to video works. This year’s Spring Exhibition will place a
spotlight on sculpture and the works of emerging artists, promising
surprises and discoveries for art enthusiasts of every generation.

The works displayed at the Spring Exhibition were selected
by a jury consisting of renowned art experts and art
supporters. According to this year’s jury, the quality of the
selected works is exceptionally high, serving as a testament
to the richness and diversity of the Estonian art scene.

Here are a few examples to illustrate the abun-
dance of sculpture at the spring exhibition.

Among the younger artists, the artist collective Uru Valter will
showcase their site-specific spatial intervention titled Big Load at
the exhibition. At the heart of this installation is a red Volkswagen
Golf Il seemingly in motion, attempting to navigate the confines
of the Lasnamae Pavilion. The artwork serves as a commentary
on the transient nature of the building and the multifaceted

roles assumed by art students as artists, installers, critics and
performers. An orange cargo strap accentuates the intervention
within the urban landscape, partially obstructing the entrance for
exhibition visitors. The downward-facing position of the car may
symbolise a particular perspective on the contemporary art scene.

The work of printmaker Maria Erikson, who alternates between
Oslo and Tallinn, showcases delicately folded lithographic prints
that delve into the possibilities of the medium. Her artwork
pushes the boundaries between a print and an object, illus-
trating how the artist focuses on the process and the interplay
of tactile experiences in the interaction of printing surfaces.

Erik Teemégi’s sculpture Guard Dove is constructed from sapper
shovels, yet it conveys a message of peace. Despite being
dominated by a military green colour, the sculpture raises a
poignant question: can peace truly be attained through warfare?
Through this artwork, viewers are encouraged to contemplate the
type of defence that should be employed to counter aggression,
compelling us to reflect on contemporary international issues.

Among the established artists, sculptor Tiiu Kirsipuu stands

out for her diverse works created from various materials, often
installed in public spaces. The inspiration for her piece showcased
this year traces back to the restoration of the Viljandi freedom
monument, which sparked an exploration into the work of

Amandus Adamson. Kirsipuu’s sculpture Waiting for Amandus
pays homage to Adamson, capturing the essence and stylistic
elements typical of his creations. The part of the sculpture
modelled in plasticine underscores the ongoing process, symbol-
ising the anticipation of the final touch by the sculptor’s hand.

Textile artist Erika Tammpere’s voluminous artwork tackles
pressing global energy issues, which are of particular concern
in today’s world. By harnessing the potential of solar, wave,
offshore wind and nuclear energy, she prompts reflections
on the utilisation and repercussions of our planet’s energy
resources. Through her piece, she portrays the uncertainty,
fear and confusion that accompany the selection of diverse
energy sources and the assessment of their consequences.

Erki Kasemets’s Buttoned Costume signifies the culmination

of a lengthy process, symbolising the parallel trajectories of

his artistic and personal paths. “Time” stands as the most
significant keyword in Kasemets’s worldview. His art is a contin-
uous journey, often utilising commonplace materials amassed
through daily experiences and personal history. Over the years,
buttons have been meticulously sewn onto a singular clothing
set, with each button representing a day in the artist’s life. As of
spring 2024, the count will reach an impressive 20,000 days.

Indeed, the Spring Exhibition intertwines diverse artistic languages
and generations. As a result, visitors shouldn’t anticipate a
conventional sense of order; instead, they will encounter a vibrant,
occasionally tumultuous and colourful realm where artists’

diverse backgrounds and talents converge to offer a multifaceted
viewing experience. When attending the Spring Exhibition, it

is essential to allow one’s mind to wander freely and not limit
oneself to individual pieces. Rather, one should appreciate the
connections and juxtapositions between artists and their crea-
tions. This is where the exhibition’s uniqueness truly shines!
