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KEVADNAITUS 2025

Eesti Kunstnike Liidu 25. aastanéitus

Tanavu saatis oma teosed Kevadnaitusele 236 kunstnikku, kelle
seast valis zUrii vélja 67 autori t66d. Naitusel on mitmekulgne
valik Eesti kaasaegsest kunstist: maale, graafikat, skulp-

tuure, installatsioone ning video-, foto- ja digitrukiteoseid.

,Kevadnaitus on olemuselt kunstnike kogukond, mitte pelgalt
teoste véljapanek. Tanavu peegeldub selgelt, et kunstnikke on
puudutanud identiteediklisimused ja keskkonnakaitse ning naha
on ka olulisi sotsiaalseid kommentaare. Naitusel kohtuvad nii
tunnustatud staarkunstnikud kui ka p&nevad uued tegijad, kelle
loomingu k&rvutamisel tekivad ootamatud ja mdtlemapanevad
dialoogid,” Utles Kunstihoone projektijunt Madli Ehasalu. ,,Naitusele
esitati erakordselt palju véga héid teoseid. Valides pidasime silmas
nii ideede varskust kui ka naituse terviklikkust. Lisaks maalidele
saab ndha mitmekesist graafikavalikut, fotokunsti ja ruumiinstallat-
sioone. Kevadnaituselt on tdid véimalik ka soetada, sestap pakun
kunstikogujatele md&tteainet: skulptuurid ja installatsioonid ei ole
mdeldud ainult galeriidesse ega linnaruumi, need vdivad tuua ka
koju huvitavat ruumikontrasti ja pakkuda emotsionaalset sligavust.

Naituse kujundaja, arhitekt Maria Helena Luiga on loonud
valjapanekule ruumilahenduse, mis seab esikohale keskkonna-
saastlikkuse: ,,Naituse kujundus pdhineb sellel, mis on olemas:
silmas on peetud paviljoni arhitektuurikeeles réohutatud
lahendusi, kasutades vineeri ja eksponeerides ajutiste seinte
konstruktsiooniloogikat. Naitusekujunduste kumulatiivne jalajalg
on markimisvaarne, seega on oluline iga uue kujunduse korral
maksimaalselt lahtuda juba varem kasutatud materjalidest.”

Néituse seinad on korduvkasutatavatest modulaarsetest
karkassidest ja graafilises kujunduses on plastkleebiste
asemel kasutatud ténavakultuurist inspireeritud Shukesi
paberpostreid. Naituse on installeerinud Valge Kuup.

Ka tanavu saab publik haaletada oma lemmikkunstniku poolt.
Publikuh&aletuse v&itnud kunstnikule on Eesti kunstikollektsio-
naarid ja -toetajad Riivo Anton, Aivar Berzin, Jaan Manitski,

Tiit Pruuli ja Rain Tamm vaélja pannud 6000 euro suuruse
auhinna. Kdigi haaletanute vahel loositakse valja NOBA.ac
kunstikeskonna kinkekaart vaartusega 500 eurot. Haaletada saab
néaitusesaalis ja valik teoseid on mudgil NOBA.ac keskkonnas.

SPRING EXHIBITION 2025

25'™ anniversary exhibition of the Estonian Artists’ Association

This year, 236 artists submitted their works to the Spring
Exhibition, from which the jury selected pieces by 67 artists.
The exhibition features a diverse selection of contemporary
Estonian art, including paintings, print art, sculptures, instal-
lations, as well as video, photo, and digital print works.

“The Spring Exhibition is, at its core, a community of artists, not
merely a display of works. This year, it clearly reflects how artists have
been affected by questions of identity and environmental protection,
and it also features significant social commentary. The exhibition
brings together both acclaimed star artists and exciting emerging
talents, whose works, when placed side by side, create unexpected
and thought-provoking dialogues,” said Madli Ehasalu, project
manager at Tallinn Art Hall. “A remarkably large number of very strong
works were submitted to the exhibition. In making our selection, we
considered both the freshness of ideas and the overall cohesion of
the show. In addition to paintings, visitors can see a diverse range of
print works, photographic art, and spatial installations. Many of the
works are also available for purchase, so | offer this food for thought
to art collectors: sculptures and installations are not just meant for
galleries or public space - they can bring striking spatial contrast

and emotional depth into the home as well,” said Madli Ehasalu.

The exhibition’s designer, architect Maria Helena Luiga, has
created a spatial solution that prioritises environmental sustain-
ability: “The exhibition design is based on what already exists.

It takes into account the solutions emphasised in the pavil-

ion’s architectural language, using plywood and exposing the
structural logic of temporary walls. The cumulative footprint of
exhibition designs is significant, so it is important that each new
layout makes maximum use of previously used materials.”

The exhibition walls are made from reusable modular
frames, and instead of plastic stickers, the graphic design
features thin paper posters inspired by street culture.

The exhibition was installed by Valge Kuup.

As in previous years, the audience will have the opportunity to vote
for their favourite artist. The artist who receives the most votes will

be awarded a £6,000 prize sponsored by Estonian art collectors and
patrons Riivo Anton, Aivar Berzin, Jaan Manitski, Tiit Pruuli, and Rain
Tamm. Additionally, one lucky voter will win a €500 gift card from the
NOBA.ac art platform. Voting takes place in the exhibition hall, and a
selection of works is available for purchase on the NOBA.ac website.

The jury for this year’s Spring Exhibition included Vano Allsalu
(representative of the Estonian Artists’ Association), Madli
Ehasalu (project manager at Tallinn Art Hall), Kulla Laas (repre-
sentative of the Estonian Artists’ Association), Maria Helena
Luiga (exhibition designer), and Rain Tamm (art patron).
